This course will consist of career seminars, visiting artist talks, and workshops to help students explore career 
possibilities in art and design. This course will provide an overview of art and design careers, including fine arts, 
textile design, fashion design, industrial design, graphic design, web and multimedia design. Students will gain skills 
in analyzing works of art and design in addition to exploring career options. They will be introduced to concepts 
central to design and art pedagogy, including the structure and sequencing for art and design education, the creative 
process, the design process and oral and written critiques. Two class hours a week, or a total of 32 hours during the 
semester.
